1. Remove the appropriate drive axle.

2. With the drive axle removed and using a clean towel,
wipe away any oil or grease from the axle or gear case
components.

3. If removing a front gearcase seal, use seal removal
tool (p/n 0644-180). If removing a rear gearcase seal,
use a flat-head screwdriver making sure not to damage
the gear case. See Fig. 1.
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4. Apply a light coat of multi-purpose grease to the seals
inner lips; then position the new seal. See Fig. 2.

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5. Using Gear Case Seal Installation Tool, evenly press
the seal into the gear case cover until the seal is prop-
erly seated. See Fig. 3 and 4.
