B NOTE: Ensure cover is adequately tensioned
prior to trailering unit.

B NOTE: Be sure the unit and the windshield is
free from dirt and grime prior to installation of the
cover. Cover installation on a dirty unit will pro-
mote scratching.

B NOTE: Only trailer the unit with the cover
installed facing forward

1. Make sure Vehicleisin final position and in park.
(unit cannot be moved once cover is installed.)
Connect the velcro near the ratchet to the velcro on
the cover thiswill prevent the ratchet from damag-
ing the unit when installing the cover.

2. Drape the cover over the vehicle; then pull bottom
edge of cover down as far as possible al the way
around the vehicle.

3. At front of vehicle, buckle the bottom buckle
straps together. See Fig. 1.

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4. Disconnect the ratchet from the velcro on the
cover. At rear of vehicle, thread webbing at the
bottom of the cover through the loop of the verti-
cal hanging strap and thread into ratchet. See Fig.
2.

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5. Pull webbing tightly by hand; then adjust cover by
pulling around the bottom. Ensure cover is tight
around the base of the vehicles tires. Pull the web-
bing strap by hand again.

6. Attach the male buckle of the center strap to the
female buckle sewn to the cover; then feed the
webbing underneath the machine and connect the
buckles on the opposite side. Cinch tight by pull-
ing any excess slack undernesath the vehicle.
